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This course aims at addressing the need for more
balanced and practical cultural learning in order to
raise students’ awareness levels and develop real
intercultural communicative competence. Applying
ethnographic research methods students are taught
about how to explore and interact with other cultures
locally. By approaching difference as a resource
rather than as a barrier and by engaging in
ethnographic research through observation,
participation, interviews, surveys, interaction with
others and reflection on discoveries, learners will
develop their own world views as well as the skills
they require to communicate.
